Club Time

AWANA is held at Brea Baptist Church each Wednesday evening from 7:00 to 8:30.  Leaders are ready to receive clubbers between 6:45 and 7:00.  We will start Opening Ceremonies promptly at 7:00.
Club Registration

Every child must register in order to participate in the AWANA program.  The registration form includes contact information as well as a medical information section in case of a medical emergency.
Club Registration and Other Fees

The registration fee is collected at the time of registration. The fee is used to help defray some of the cost of awards, badges, and other AWANA expenses from the church.  We do not wish to exclude any child from AWANA because of financial hardship, so please talk with the commander if finances would prevent your child from attending.  Payment plans or scholarships are possible.
Entrance Booklet

When a clubber starts Sparks or T&T for the first time, he/she will be given an Entrance Booklet.  These booklets include scripture, club mottos, songs, and general information about the club.  All clubbers must complete the entrance booklet before they are able to purchase their handbook and uniform.
Clubber Expectations

Clubbers are expected to wear their uniform every Wednesday.  Uniforms instill a sense of belonging and inspire clubbers to earn patches and awards. 

Clubbers are expected to participate in all nightly activities. Opening Ceremonies, Games, Handbook time and Large Group lessons are all important parts of AWANA. (Allowing clubbers to sit-out can have a snowballing effect).  If your child cannot participate in Game Time because of an injury or illness please send a note or talk to his/her leader.
Clubbers are expected to complete at least one section per night during Handbook time.  Learning Scripture is vital to the AWANA experience, and is where the one-on-one time with the leader occurs.
Opening Ceremonies

Opening Ceremonies goes from 7:00 – 7:10.  During this time Sparks and T&T meet together for prayer, singing, announcements and flag salutes.
Game Time

It is important for clubbers to wear tennis shoes or shoes suitable for running during Game Time.  Long pants are recommended for T&T clubbers to prevent skinned knees, as they will often be running on pavement. 

Participation in Game Time is required unless a parent provides a note or talks with the child’s leader.  

Handbook Time

Clubbers should learn their verse(s) at home. Clubbers will receive extra points for their parent’s signature on the page, indicating that the child has memorized the verse(s) with two or fewer helps from the parent. 

Cubbies and Trek clubs will go through their handbooks together as a group.  In the Sparks and T&T clubs, however, each clubber is able to go at his/her own pace.  

Below are the guidelines for completing sections in the Sparks and T&T clubs:

1.  Maximum number of sections allowed: 

Three “verse memorization” sections per night the first time through the handbook

In order to allow time to discuss the meaning of the verses, we limit the number of sections that can be passed.  We also want to make sure there is time for all the clubbers to learn (and discuss) their verses. Again, comprehension and life application need to be emphasized – not simply rote memorization.

There is no limit on non-verse memorization sections.  There is also no limit on the number of sections Sparks may complete the second time through the book.

2.  Minimum number of sections:

Every clubber should pass at least one section per night.

Scripture learning is a major goal of the Awana program. Leaders will be encouraging clubbers to pass one section per night, and will go over the verse with them if necessary. Please do all you can to help your child be prepared to pass at least one section per evening.  A clubber needs to pass at least two sections every Wednesday to complete his/her book.
3.  Recitation standards:

●A clubber must recite all verses in a section at once.  

Clubbers are not allowed to recite one verse and then stop to study the next verse before completing the section.

●Leaders are allowed to give two helps per section, not two helps per verse.

●Clubbers must recite the reference as well as the verse.

Because Awana is an organization with clubs around the world, it is important to keep to the standards of the organization, as clubbers could move from club to club or compete with other clubs.

●Clubbers must be able to explain the verse in their own words.

Sections should be signed only after the clubber has recited and retold the verse in his/her own words. 

Visitors

We encourage clubbers to bring their friends to Awana.  A child may be a “visitor” for three evenings.  If the child wishes to continue to attend, he/she must register and officially join Awana.
Color Teams

Sparks and T&T clubbers will each be assigned to a color team at the beginning of the club year.  Any points clubbers earn are accumulated with the team points earned during Game Time.  The color team with the most points at the midpoint and again at the end of the year will receive a victory party.
Points, Bucks and the AWANA Store

A clubber can earn points in the following ways:


1 Point for each section completed

2 Points for each parent signed section completed at home

1 Point for wearing a uniform


1 Point for bringing handbook/Bible


5 points for bringing a visitor


Leaders may award points as prizes or for good behavior at their discretion
Toward the end of the Awana year we will be hosting the Awana store.  Here clubbers can exchange points earned throughout the year for Awana Bucks and purchase items from the store.
Team points are awarded during game time and are not used for the AWANA Store.
Scholarship Camp

Clubbers who have completed at least two handbooks (excluding Cubbies and Sparks) and will be entering the 6th grade (or higher) qualify to attend AWANA scholarship camp during the summer.  It is an honor to attend this unforgettable, week-long camp. The clubber may attend Scholarship camp each summer through the 12th grade if he/she completes one book each year.
Awards

Awards clubbers can earn are as follows:
Club Attendance 
The Club year is divided into four quarters.  Some clubs will earn one attendance award each quarter for perfect attendance.
Sunday School Attendance

The Club year is divided into two semesters.  Each semester the clubber will earn an attendance award for regular Sunday School/church attendance if they have not missed more than two Sundays.

Awards Ceremony

The following awards will be presented during end of the year AWANA Awards Ceremony.

First Book Award- A Ribbon/Plaque - After completion of the first handbook

Second Book Award- A Second Book Ribbon/Plaque - After completion of the second

Handbook.
Sparks Award Plaque  –Highest rank in the SPARKS club - Upon completion of (3) three

Sparks Handbooks.
Excellence Trophy – This trophy is earned upon the completion of any (2) 
two

handbooks from third grade and above.

Timothy Trophy – This trophy is earned upon the completion of any (4) four handbooks

for third grade and above.

Meritorious Trophy – This trophy represents the completion of (6) six handbooks or

manuals from the third grade and above.

Citation Plaque – This Award, represents the highest achievement that AWANA program

presents to an individual that has completed a total of (10) ten and books/manuals,

which includes the four years of high school.  This Plaque qualifies the Clubber

to a visit and special recognition at the AWANA international Headquarters in

Streamwood, Illinois, and will be included in the world wide AWANA Magazine.

Parent Awards – (Cubbies Only) – Special Diplomas are awarded to the parent upon their

clubber completing the Hopper and Jumper Handbooks.  When completed, a Blue seal is placed on the Jumper diploma.
